Cabin Placement:

We will try to honor a request for two campers to be in the same cabin, if their age and
grac]e level allow and if the Parents of both campers request it.

request cabin assign ment information.

Spcnding Money

Each camper has a sPenc]ing account. We recommend $75.00 - $100.00 per regu!ar
session. A Spending Account Card should be filled out and returned with a check for
the beginning balance on or before Aprﬂ lﬁth. (We ask that you not send any cash to
camp with your camper. Theg will not need ang.)

We have an awesome CamP Store, where stamps, stationerg, soap, souvenirs, etc., are
sold. Victory Ranch knitwear (T-shirts, sweatshirts, shorts, hats, etc.) will be sold in the

store at a nominal fee.

The store staff will trg to keep campers from ovcrspenc]ing. We suggest you discuss this
with your camper. The Ranch Store will be open for {:amilg and guests on

5. Participants shall refrain from abusive !anguage and Phgsica! harm to others.
The camp directors reserve the right to dismiss any camper when it deemed to be in the

best interest of either the child or camp, or for violation of camp rules. NO REFUND will
be given.



CamPer Communication
Mail /Email:

All correspondence to campers must be through the Posta! service or email.

CamPers enjog receiving mail! Plan on senc]inga few short messages to your camper
c]uring his/her time away from home. A letter within the first two c]ags of camp would be
great!g aPPreciatec] bg your camper. (This means mai!inga letter before your camper
actua”g arrives at camP.)

**Campers will be encouragec] to write home. Some campers will need extra
encouragement from Parents. Itis he!PFu! to send Pre-ac]c]ressec], stampec] enve!opes or

Postcarcls with your camper.

To Email Your CamPer:

Include campers full name in the subject line.
Please DO NOT send e-carc]s, Pictures, or attachments.
Emails will be Printec] and delivered with the regu!ar mail each c]ag. (Campers will not be

able to return emails.)

Phone Policg:
Please call the Ranch office if you have a concern about your camper or in case of a
Fami!g emergency (Office: 731-659-2880 or Dennis’ Cell: 901-496-2923). CamPers are

not allowed to receive Phone calls.

NO Package Pol icy:

Victory Ranch has a no Package Po!icg for campers. Please inform Fami!g and friends of
this Po!icg and remind them not to send food, canc]g, or gum in letters. CamPers are not
allowed food in their bunkrooms. If your camper Forgot to Pack an imPortant camp item,
you may send it addressed to your camper, c/o Ranch Office, at our shipping address
and write the contents on the outside of the Package. The Package will be oPenec] in the
Ranch office and delivered to your camper’s counselor. If your camper does receive a
care Package, we will return it to the sender.

Birtlﬁdag Exception:

The exception to this Po!icg is that a camper is allowed to receive a Package on his/her
birthc]ag. The parent should write BIRTHDAY PACKAGE in bold letters on the outside
of the Package. The Package will be held until the camPer’s birthc]ag. Please do not
send food or canc]g in birthc]ag Packages. Birthclags are extra sPecia! at Victory Ranch!



Medical Info

Hcaltl') Forms: A” campers must ha\/e compietecl meclica! Forms on Fi!e. A”

campers must have a health examination within 24 months of attenc]ing camp. The Green
Health Form must be compietecl and signec] bg a Phgsician. No camper will be admitted

to camp without this form.

MCCl ications: Victorg Ranch suPP!ies over-the-counter medications such as

Tg!enof, first aid suPP!ies, and Poison vy lotion with Permission from parents. All
Prescription medications must be in the origina! container, bearing the Pharmacg label,
showing the date filled, Phgsician’s name, name of medication, directions for use, and the
Pa’cicnt’s name. All medications will be administered under the suPer\/ision of the CamP
Nurse or Director. Information about all medications must be included on the Green
Health Form.

SPCCial Mcdical Concerns: All sPecia!concems should be discussed with

the Program Director or Nurse ahead of time or on the first c]ag of camp.

Mcdical Treatment: Parents will be notified immec]iate!g if a health Prob!em

arises while their child is at camp.



Let’s Get Packing
Luggage:

When Packing for camp, choose !uggage thatis easy to store under a bunk or cubbg.
Each camper will have a cubbg with shelves and hooks for unPacking at camp. All articles
brought to camp should be c!ear!g marked with the camper’s full name. Please tape all

locks on fuggage. A comP!ete list of items should be tapecl to the inside toP.

Laund ry:

Each camper will have at least one !aundrg service per session. Please be certain that
every article of c!o’ching is c]istinct!g marked with the camper’s name. This includes
raincoat, tennis shoes, Pi”ow, EVERYTHING. Names should be c!ear!g visible on the
outside of each !aundrg bag. i your camper chooses to use a mesh type bag, P!ease
attach a nametag to the c]rawstring. A list of articles brought to camp should be Postec]
in the top of your camper’s fuggage. Victory Ranch does not accept resPonsibi!itg for

campers’ PCTSOﬂa! bC!OﬂgiﬂgS.

Valuables:
Victorg Ranch cannot be responsib!e forvaluables brought to camp. Campers should

not bring the Fo”owing: cell Phones, ipods, discman, Gamebogs, expensi\/e cameras,
money orjewe!rg. These items often distract from the camp environment and may be

held bg the camp director and returned to the camper upon c]eparture.
